National Assessment Program Literacy and Numeracy (NAPLAN)

Congratulations to all our Year 3, 5 and 7 students who sat the NAPLAN tests this week.
The NAPLAN fests students’ skills in Reading, Writing, Language Conventions (Spelling,
Punctuation and Grammar), and Numeracy.

These tests have been done here at school and are considered part of the curriculum.
It is important for you and your child to know that NAPLAN is not a pass/fail test. It simply
looks at what level students are achieving in literacy and numeracy against National
Standards and compared with student peers throughout Australia. Later in the year we
will send parents an individual student NAPLAN report that you can use to view and
monitor how your child is progressing. If you have any concerns, you should speak to
your child’s teacher, as they know your child’s learning best.

Reading Comprehension

Reading Comprehension is one of our priority areas for improvement at Keller Road
Primary this year. When learners comprehend, they interpret, integrate, critique, infer,
analyse, connect and evaluate ideas in a text. When comprehending, learners strive to
process text beyond word level to get to the big picture. Comprehension takes the
learner to a new level of active understanding and insight. It enhances language and
vocabulary knowledge. Teaching students to successfully comprehend when reading,
involves providing them with explicit instruction in comprehension strategies. Your
child’s teacher will explicitly teach these strategies through guided reading sessions
and whole class explicit lessons.

Often students are able to decode words accurately and are successful in reading the
words on the page; however they don't always listen to what they are reading.
Assessment tools used by teachers to analyse reading not only determine a student’s
ability fo decode words but also their ability fo comprehend and respond to questions
relating to the text. They are also assessed on their ability to summarise and retell. These
factors come together to help ensure that students are processing beyond the text
level to get the big picture.

We encourage children to stay on the same level in order to develop confidence and
fluency when reading. We would like fo encourage enjoyment and a love of reading
rather than have them struggle. We celebrate their success and the skills they develop
at their reading level. It is important that comprehension skills are consolidated before
they move to the next level. Another great way for children to develop a love of
reading is to listen to family members reading with expression and intonation. Research
indicates that for every 17 minutes per day of reading outside of school, your child will
encounter more than one million words per year.

If you have any questions or concerns about your child’s reading ability and skill
development, please make a time fo talk with your child’s classroom teacher.
