How Are Class Configurations Decided at Our School?  

At Keller Road Primary School, we understand that planning class configurations for each school 

year is a topic of interest for families. The process is carefully considered, taking into account the 

needs of our students, available resources, and departmental guidelines. Hereõs an overview of 

how we make these important decisions:  

 

Student Numbers  

The first and most influential factor is the total number of enrolments at each year level. Each 

year, we review the projected and actual enrolment figures across all year groups. This helps us 

determine how many classes are needed to best accommodate all students, while aiming to 

keep class sizes within recommended limits.  

 

Funding and Budgets  

Funding for classes is provided to schools based mainly on enrolment numbers and student 

needs. The school receives an annual budget allocation from the Department for Education, 

which is used flexibly to employ teaching and support staff. This budget must be carefully 

managed to ensure every class is adequately staffed and resourced.  

 

Student Needs and Complexity  

We recognise that every group of students is unique. When planning, we consider the 

academic, social, and emotional needs of our learners, including the number of students who 

require adjustments or additional support. This might involve allocating specialist staff to certain 

classes or structuring classes to best cater for a range of abilities and learning styles.  

 

Department for Education Guidelines  

The Department provides directives and guidelines about ideal class sizes and structures. We 

strive to create classes within these recommended student numbers per teacher. Combined 

classes (such as composites or multi -age groups) are sometimes used as a practical solution, 

particularly in smaller cohorts.  

 

Staff Strengths and Collaboration  

We also consider the skills and experience of our staff when configuring classes. This ensures 

strong teaching teams who can collaborate effectively and share expertise to support student 

learning.  

 

Communicating the Process  

We appreciate that families wish to understand and contribute to the class placement process. 

Our goal is always to make decisions that support the wellbeing and learning of every child at 

Keller Road Primary School.
